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In order to provide the best possible
pastoral care, each of our students
Is allocated to one of our four
traditional House groups.

Transition from primary to
secondary school is seen as vitally important and we place
great emphasis on ensuring that this process happens as
smoothly as possible. We have close links with our main
feeder primary schools, all parents and students are given a
personal interview with their Head of House, or Deputy Head
of House, and in July of their Year 6, all our new students
are invited to spend a day at Forest Hill with their new Year 7
class and Tutor.
