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It will be most appreciated if you would take the opportunity over the half-term to ensure your son has the correct items of uniform.

It is my expectation that students arrive at and leave school looking smart.  Please ensure your son arrives at school wearing his shoes, and not his trainers.

The School Council have been active this term in discussing how the uniform can be refreshed to improve appearance, and I will be contacting you again prior to Easter to update you on the new ties that will be introduced at the start of the next Academic Year.  In the meantime, it is our expectation that ties will be worn in the traditional manner (long ties) with top buttons fastened.

With effect from Monday 7th March, boys who arrive at school without correct and full school uniform will be sent home to address any deficiency.   

The other matter in which I am requesting your support is in ensuring that mobile phones/Blackberrys and other electrical items are not brought into school. Such items cause disruption, conflicts, and are regularly lost or mislaid.  Indeed they are the cause of the majority of street crimes against young people travelling to and from school!  These items are forbidden in school, and will be confiscated if seen or heard.

Please reinforce the school’s and your expectations in relation to these matters, so that we can ensure that the focus of conversations is on the ‘business of learning’ and not mundane, yet crucially important, rules.
